Woodmansterne Sports Club was established in 1921, bringing together the local
cricket and football sections, not to mention the Reading Room and Flower Show
Committees.

In those days the players had to get changed under the trees that run along side the
cricket boundary. Not much information is recorded but it is known that the only time
football was not played competitively was during the 2nd World War. Apart from that
break many years of successful adult football was enjoyed in local leagues.

In 1957 the new HQ for the Club was opened, after considerable help in its
construction by local volunteers and a grant of £300 towards the building costs by the
National Playing Fields Association.

In or around 1976 the club was operating four adult teams in the Redhill and District
League. The club saw the first and reserve teams apply for Surrey Intermediate status
with the A and B teams remaining in the Redhill League. Some six years later saw the
first team and reserves rejoin the Redhill League. Many successful years followed
before being promoted back to the Surrey South Eastern Combination where we
remain today.
